(O Passport and a copy of passport
(required to travel abroad)

flights, and EF emergency number)

() List of contacts and addresses (to send
postcards home!)

Toiletries

(O Toothbrush/toothpaste

with you on the plane and keep in

Travel tips:

v/ Pack light—you’ll be responsible for loading your
own luggage on and off buses (one small carry-on
and your EF backpack should be enough)

v/ Pack valuables, medications, and an extra change
of clothes in your EF backpack as a carry-on

v/ Many airlines now charge for additional luggage
